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 “The LORD is my portion,” says my soul, “Therefore I hope in Him!”  
Lamentations 3:24 (NKJV)  

This morning, I awakened before 4 AM.  Yesterday, the Illinois legislature exalted evil and 
further divided the family unit by striking down the state law that required a parent to be 
informed prior to a minor child having an abortion.  This is what came to mind this morning 
even before I was out of bed.  As I considered the rapidly-spiraling descent into depravity 
that is taking place in our nation (for a list, see Romans 1:24-32) and the toll it has taken 
on our society, I became despondent.
